(worth 20 pts) This will be a primary document that you have already worked on, along with other materials that support it.

SURVEY OUTLINE: Presidents from the present backwards and important facts for each:

George W. Bush (#43), 2001– present Republican

· former governor of Texas, son of president #41

· wins election of 2000 on the basis of Supreme Court decision regarding the counting of votes in Florida

· 2000 election: wins electoral college, but loses popular vote

· 9/11

· strong conservative coalition (like Reagan), but much stronger religious component

· goes to war with Afghanistan (Taliban) over its support of al-Qaeda

· goes to war with Iraq (Saddam Hussein) over alleged WMD’s and support of terrorists

· economic supply-sider, cuts taxes massively, especially for wealthy investors and corporations; generates large governmental deficits

· strongly anti-regulation (except for social stricture laws)

William (Bill) Jefferson Clinton (#42), 1993–2001 Democrat
· former governor of Arkansas

· wins 1992 election as an economic and social centrist (neither too left or too right)

· Lewinsky scandal (1997–1999) results in his impeachment by the House, but acquittal by the Senate

· centrist liberal, remade the Democratic Party as a pragmatist, central party

George H.W. Bush (#41), 1989–1993 Republican
· former head of CIA, WWII hero, V.P. under Reagan

· wins 1988 election over Massachusetts’s Michael Dukakis, using scare ads

· keeps Reagan’s conservative coalition, but doesn’t like it (and it doesn’t like him)

· “Read my lips: No new taxes” comes back to haunt him

· Oversees break-up of USSR, tries to rescue Gorbachev

· Goes to war with Iraq after Iraq invades Kuwait (First Gulf War, 1990–1991); this protects oil supplies to the west

· loses to Clinton in 1992 because of economic slump

Ronald W. Reagan (#40), 1981–1989 Republican
· former actor and governor of California

· originally a liberal democrat, becomes a very conservative Republican during Cold War

· leads conservative wing of the Republican Party in 1970s; challenges Gerald Ford in 1976

· creates coalition of religious conservatives (Fundamentalists/Evangelicals), political conservatives, and economic “Supply-Siders” (people who believe in the Trickle Down Theory from the 1920s)

· very pro-business and anti-government regulation

· defeats George H.W. Bush for nomination in 1980 (Bush becomes his V.P., after calling Reagan’s economic theories “Voodoo Economics”)

· Appoints first woman to Supreme Court: Sandra Day O’Connor in 1981

James (Jimmy) E. Carter (#39), 1977–1981 Democrat
· was governor of Georgia, former peanut farmer, Navy officer (nuclear physicist)

· elected as an “outsider” in response to public disgust with Washington following Watergate

· strong economic and psychological “malaise” in the country

· Iran hostage crisis (Nov. 1979 to Jan. 20, 1981) makes Carter appear weak, influencing election of 1980 (Reagan wins; hostages are released the day of Reagan’s inauguration)

· Strong reaction to Soviet invasion of Afghanistan (1979)—Carter boycotts 1980 Olympics in Moscow

· Defeated by Ronald Reagan in 1980 election; John Anderson (Independent) takes votes away from Carter

· Receives Nobel Peace Prize for helping negotiate peace between Israel (Begin) and Egypt (Sadat)—these are the famous Camp David Accords

Gerald R. Ford (#38), 1974–1977 (was not elected) Republican

· Former Michigan congressman, V.P. under Nixon after Spiro Agnew resigns

· pardons Nixon in order to allow the nation to heal (says it is the “right thing to do”)

· loses 1976 election to Carter for this and other gaffes (“Poland is free of Soviet domination”)

Richard M. Nixon (#37), 1969–1974 (resigned) Republican

· Former California congressman, V.P. under Eisenhower, loses 1960 presidential campaign to JFK

· wins in 1968 with “Southern Strategy” (getting conservative and racist Southern Democrats to switch to the Republican Party) and the disintegration of the Democratic Party after its convention in 1968 (he beats Hubert Humphrey)

· “Imperial Presidency”: kept enemies list, engaged in questionable surveillance of American citizens

· pursued policy of “Vietnamization” of the Viet Nam war, but also ordered massive bombing campaigns and invasion of Cambodia in 1970 that destabilizes Cambodia

· Secretary of State and National Security Advisor Henry Kissinger crafts massive bombings of North Vietnam and Cambodia, but then negotiates Paris Peace Treaty (1973) to end U.S. involvement in Viet Nam

· Actually fairly progressive in some social legislation, especially with regard to the environment (creates the EPA) and urban renewal

· helps to slow the Cold War through a policy of détente (goes to Communist China, then the USSR)

· Resigns in 1974 following revelations of an attempt to fix the 1972 elections (overall known as the “Watergate Scandal”). Resignation is made to avoid being impeached and convicted. Famous “I am not a crook” speech.

Lyndon Baines Johnson (#36), 1963–1969 Democrat

· Former Texas congressman, “master of the Senate”

· became President when Kennedy was shot

· escalated Viet Nam war, potentially fabricated the Gulf of Tonkin incident

· wins 1964 election by beating Barry Goldwater (a strong conservative from Arizona)

· enacts “Great Society” measures to combat discrimination and poverty (Medicare—health care social security—is part of this)

· pushes Civil Rights Act (1964) and Voting Rights Act (1965) through Congress

· very unpopular by 1968 because of Viet Nam war, declines to run for re-election in 1968

John F. Kennedy (#35), 1961–1963 (assassinated) Democrat

· former congressman from Massachusetts

· First Catholic President

· Bay of Pigs Fiasco (April 1961)

· Cuban Missile Crisis (October 1962)

· Assassinated by Lee Harvey Oswald (November 1963); Warren Commission investigates many conspiracy theories around the assassination and concludes that there was a lone gunman

· wife, Jackie Kennedy, conducts first television tour of the White House

· his presidency is referred to as “Camelot”
