Library and Computer Lab Project (50% of Quarterly Assessment Grade): 

Psychologists, Psychological Schools, and Theories
Goal: There are four different goals in this project.

a) Know how to search effectively for relevant material in written sources and on the internet.

b) Be able to correctly cite your sources from written sources and the internet for a research paper.

c) Produce a 3-4 page (C)/5- to 7-page research paper (H) that is correctly formatted and includes a bibliography. This paper will serve as a narrative, descriptive overview of your topic that can serve to teach a group of your peers about your topic. You are not developing a thesis about a specific problem, but your paper will need to address why a specialist or layman would use this set of ideas rather than another. You are creating a narrative exposition of the topic, but this narrative will support the central premise of your topic’s superiority to other approaches.

d) Create a short set of notes from your paper for distribution to the rest of the class; discuss your research with your classmates.

Process: We will work on this project intermittently over the course of three weeks. You will need to turn in all of your work from this project on Monday, March 23. 

Grading: Your grade will consist of the following (100 pts. possible)—

1. professional conduct in the library and in the computer lab

2. four (4) - C or six (6) - H note sheets from your research

(one - C or two - H of these note sheets must be primary sources)

3. research paper and bibliography ( 2 pages or 3–4 pages )

4. class distribution notes (1/2 to 1 page)

5. class presentation and discussion

Everything written is due Monday, MARCH 23 (the class presentations will take place during quarterlies week). Late work will be assessed a 5% reduction in grade for each day it is late. This project will make up 50% of the Quarterly assessment. You must treat it seriously.

Topic: You will select your topic from a list that I give you in class. Each student will cover a different major thinker in the field of psychology. We will pool our knowledge through student presentations in order to gain an overview of major fields of thought in developmental psychology.
