Watch one three- to five-minute segment on national news that includes at a minimum a lead from an anchor, a jump to a remote reporter, a transition to an interviewee, back to remote reporter, back to the anchor.

You need to analyze what you see on the basis of:

· register 

· dialect

· pragmatics



…and any other communicational aspects that you can think of.

You should first give a bullet-list analysis of each separate segment of the news cycle (anchor/remote/interviewee/remote/anchor) and then write an analysis that compares and contrasts the ways in which communicational elements shift from one part of the news report to another. I expect that this analysis will take at least from 1 ½ to 2 pages to write out for three to five minutes of television news.
