Classroom & Computer Lab PPt  & Poster Project: 

Social Pressure and Students (module 32)
Goal: There are three different goals in this lab.

a) Identify and describe the major ideas that came out of the experiments of Solomon Asch, Stanley Milgram, and Philip Zimbardo.

b) Relate the outcomes of these experiments to lessons that teens should learn about how social situations can affect personal behavior.

c) Speculate about how knowledge of the social psychology involved can help teens avoid dangerous behaviors.

Method: You will produce an attractive PowerPoint presentation that presents your views as a stand-alone project. Along with that, you will work with two other students to produce a poster that presents just one of the experiments and its lessons for teen behavior.

Process: We will work on this in the computer lab for two days this week. We will work on it for two additional days in class (poster portion). Your homework this week is to work on this assignment. Your final products will be due next Monday, October 5.
Grading: Your grade will consist of the following (100 pts. possible)—

1. professional conduct in the computer lab

3. formal writing in your presentation (spelling, grammar)

4. graphic design/attractiveness of your PPt presentation

5. content of your poster

6. graphic design/attractiveness of your group poster
15%

You do not need to provide references in this presentation, since it expressly is geared toward student use. You will, however, need to show—through the content of your PPt and poster—that you have looked at a variety of sources.
